Article 1 – Premises

Article 2 – Duration of Lease

Article 3 – Rent

Article 4 – Security Deposit

Article 5 – Use of Premises
The Tenant shall use the premises solely for residential purposes and shall comply with all applicable laws and regulations.
The Tenant agrees not to sublet without prior written consent of the Landlord.

Article 6 – Maintenance and Repairs
The Tenant shall maintain the premises in good condition and promptly notify the Landlord of any damages or necessary repairs.
The Landlord is responsible for major repairs and ensuring the premises meet safety and health standards under French law.

Article 7 – Utilities and Charges
The Tenant shall be responsible for payment of all utilities, including electricity, water, gas, and telephone charges, unless otherwise agreed.
Any common building charges shall be paid by the Tenant as specified in the annexed statement of charges.

Article 8 – Termination of Lease
Either party may terminate this lease by providing a written notice with the statutory notice period under French law applicable to residential leases, currently three months for unfurnished and one month for furnished rentals.

Article 10 – Governing Law and Jurisdiction
This lease is governed by French law, in particular the provisions of the French Civil Code and the Law No. 89-462 of 6 July 1989 related to residential leases.
Any disputes arising from this contract shall be submitted to the competent courts of the jurisdiction where the premises are located.
